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Balboa Park Subcommittee Definition
The Balboa Park Subcommittee seeks to advance the planning, design, and

implementation of initiatives that will enable Balboa Park to realize its

full potential as a great city park. While much of Balboa Park has been

developed with public parkland and cultural institutions, there still remain

many areas that are underutilized and disconnected. We believe that a

comprehensive park plan would allow project initiatives to be implemented in

a coordinated manner over time, and may include extending parkland to the

east mesa, reclaiming the landfill and underutilized areas, optimizing and

relocating park uses, providing pedestrian and bicycle connectivity,

improving pedestrian accessibility from surrounding neighborhoods,

addressing parking issues, and improving park access from public transit.

The subcommittee members and task force will initially act as facilitators

engaging the various stakeholders in discussions and workshops. Stakeholders

will include park institutions, foundations, interested groups, surrounding

communities, park organizations and committees, as well as City of San Diego

public agencies and municipal uses in the park. We believe that if we all

put our heads together, in good faith, we'll find creative solutions and

opportunities to tap into Balboa Park's full potential while satisfying the

ongoing needs and uses it supports today. We hope to build consensus with

the goal of establishing a detailed program of needs, issues, liabilities,

and opportunities, which can then be addressed through comprehensive design

solutions. Depending on the nature of the issues and design strategies, the

subcommittee would then either generate a comprehensive park plan or

recommend services of a park design consultant.
