=  Winner Announced AlA San Diego Design Awards, June 7, 2008
Eligibility

= All entrants must be California licensed architects, and located within San Diego County. All entrants must be licensed for
less than ten years from January 1, 2008 (including other state licenses).

= All entrants must be individual architects. Submissions will represent that individual, not a team or firm.

= All entrants must be AIA Members or from a Member Firm.

Criteria

The winning submission will demonstrate the following:

=  Anunderstanding of applying “architect” for community, social, cultural, and economic purposes.

= Ability to make a coherent presentation with sufficient information to demonstrate

professional expertise, while remaining accessible to a lay person.

Process: strong, consistent, individual influence and growth within the presented projects.
Understanding of materials and construction techniques.

Balanced skill set demonstrated in written, graphic, and community activity elements of the portfolio.
Wide ranging experiences, showing commitment to all aspects of the architectural profession.
Promise to the future of the architectural profession.

Clear presentations and supporting documents defining their individual role within any firm/group work.

Specific Entry Requirements

One electronic portfolio in 11x17 PDF format, to include the following:

= Maximum of 18 pages (max 25 megabytes) including cover and entrant’s resume (cannot exceed 3 pages)

= Each project should include a brief summary description, identifying the entrant’s role and responsibilities. (Firm employees
must submit a Statement of Work, signed by a principal in the firm of record confirming their role in the project.)

=  Statement of applicant’s architectural philosophy (maximum one page in length).

= (1) 20x20 Presentation board mounted on foam core. This board will not be sent to the judges and will be used as
part of the YAYA Display at the Design Awards Gala.

=  Work illustrated in the portfolio may cover all aspects of architecture, including: any architectural building type, urban design,
interiors, academia (anything you did during education), landscaping, competition entries, structures, computer generated work,
furniture, research, art, community activism, sketches, etc

* Please turn in 1 CD containing your portfolio and only your name and YAYA 2008 written on discs along with a hard copy of the
Applicant Release Form and Statement of Work forms to the AIA San Diego Office. Please do not create artwork for jewel cases,
only your name and contact info written on the disk.
