HISTORY
The stunning architecture and landscaping in the Park are 
the legacy of two Expositions: 

uThe 1915-16 Panama-California Exposition
commemorated the opening of the Panama Canal and 
provided a major incentive for the creation of the Park 
as it appears today. Most of
the arts organizations along
Balboa Park’s famous 
El Prado pedestrian walkway
are housed in Spanish-
Renaissance style buildings
constructed for the 1915
Exposition. 

uThe 1935-36 California
Pacific International Expositionwas held to boost the local
economy during the depression. Many of the buildings
around the Pan American Plaza at the southern end of the
Park were created for the 1935 Exposition and present a 
fascinating architectural history of the Southwest.
