Adèle Naudé Santos, FAIA, is an architect and urban designer whose 
career combines professional practice, research, and teaching. Ms. Santos 
has won international design competitions, published work in journals 
worldwide and has worked in cultures as diverse as Japan, Africa, and the 
United States. Ms. Santos is currently Dean of the School of Architecture 
and Planning at MIT, as well as principal architect in the San Francisco 
based firm, Santos Prescott and Associates.

Ms. Santos is currently working on an affordable housing project for 80 
artists including gallery and performance space in Venture, CA and has 
recently completed Mission Creek Senior Housing, a building that has 140 
affordable units as well as a library and an adult day health center.
